Trincomaleewas reported?.3C below normal maximum temperatures @8" and it was the
highest offset during this weeldue to heavy thunderstorm Anuradhapura, Badulla,
Mahallluppallamaand Vavuniyawere reportedapproximately 0% above normal maximum
temperaturatthe same day.

The lowest minimum temperature 3%, was reported as usual from NuwdEhya station on

28" July (Fig 3.c).Lowest offset of minimuntemperature 3°C, was reported from Mannamn

26". Anuradhapura, Mahallluppallama and Vavuniya was reported below normal minimum
temperatures throughout the week.

3. Wind

Westerlyto Southwesterlyveekly average wind condition was prevailed over the island (Figure
4.a) at 850hpa during this week. And climatological (Figure 4.b) wind patterSouis vesterly.
There was Easterlyp Southeaster|ylight wind anomalyandsimilar moistureconditions(Figure

4.c) wereprevailed at 850hpa during this week.

Weekly averagedobserved winds were dry, westerly(Figure 5.a) andNorthwesterly
climatological (Figure 5.b¥lightly dry winds at 700hPa leveAnd there wascalm or variable
wind anomaly(Figure 5.c)was prevailecat 700hpaduring this weekSoutheastern parts were
slightly drier than average moisture conditions during this week as well.

GenerallySoutheasterly wind@5-15kts) wereprevailed over the country and it was changed to
Easterly to Nortkeasterly on 28July. Cyclonic circulation was located in Southeastern sea area
on 28" and it was moved to the Northwestern sea area BnT%n winds were changed to the
Southwesterlyue to that reason. It was continued until end of the week.

The weekly observed (Figure 6.a) winds w&erth Easterly over the Northern parts and
Northwesterly in Southern partsthie island during this week. Tleématological wind pattern is
westerlyand dry(Figure 6.b) at 500hpa. However, Easterly slightly dry wind anomaly (Figure
6.c) wasprevailedat 500hpa during this week.
